3. +12 V Power connection: Connect the +12 V contact of the amplifier with the supply cable
via a fuse directly to the vehicle battery. Keep in mind, that the length of the cable from
fuseholder to vehicle battery has to be a maximum of 30 cm. Requirement for a perfect
function of the amplifier is a qualitative high end fuse holder as well as a suitable cable cross
section (AWG sice 6 - 10). This fuse protects the amplifier and the vehicle against the
possibility of a short circuit in the power cable.

4. Remote connection (optional): You can optional connect the REM-terminal of the amplifier
to the remote-output (automatic 12 V antenna-output) of the head unit. Therefore use a 0,5 -
1,5 mm power cable.

5. Input: Please connect the amplifier directly to the speaker or amplifier outputs of the
orininal radio (OEM) and select ,HI“ at input mode switch. The amplifier will turn on auto-
matically. If you want to use RCA low level input select ,LOW* at input mode switch and
connect RCA output of radio to input using a HLAC REVERSE 4 (optional).

If there is any signal detected at AUX the amplifier will play the
AUX source through the outputs.

The amplifier will turn on automatically when using High Level input, AUX input or Low
Level input with remote and the power LED will light up. You are able to adjust the sound
and volume by using the gain controller and crossover controllers/switches.
